A Levels

Advanced level qualifications (known as A Levels) are subject-
based qualifications that can lead to university, further study, 
training, or work. You can normally study three or more  
A Levels over two years. They’re usually assessed by a series of 
examinations. 
If you’re thinking about going to university, most higher education 
courses require specific A Levels or combinations of A Levels (or 
alternative level 3 qualifications). If you’re not sure what career or 
job you want to do, studying a selection of A Levels can be a good 
way of keeping your options open.

BTECs

BTEC stands for the Business and Technology Education Council. 
BTECs are specialist work-related qualifications that combine 
practical learning with subject and theory content. BTECs are 
designed for young people interested in a particular sector or 
industry but who are not yet sure what job they’d like to do. You 
could study a BTEC at Level 2 or 3, either alongside academic 
qualifications or as part of a wider programme (such as an 
apprenticeship). You can also study a BTEC as a standalone course.

Cambridge  
Technicals

Cambridge Technicals are vocational qualifications at Level 2 and 
Level 3 for students aged 16+. They’re designed with the workplace 
in mind and provide a high-quality alternative to  
A Levels with a great range of subjects to choose from.

T Levels
Available in Barnet from 
September 2023

T Levels are an alternative to A Levels, apprenticeships and
other 16 to 19 courses. Equivalent to 3 A Levels, a T Level focuses 
on students developing the knowledge, attitude and practical skills 
required to be able to progress into skilled employment, higher 
study or an apprenticeship. A T Level is constructed of core theory, 
occupational skills and a 45 day Industry Placement.

You will also have access to a Mentor who will help 
build your confidence and motivation if you also 
feel this would be helpful.

Your Caseworker or Mentor will continue to provide 
ongoing support for at least the first six months of 
any role or course you start. 

All referrals are through your Social Worker, 
Personal Adviser or a Health Care Provider. 
The Caseworker will also work closely with the 
Personal Adviser or Social Worker and Mentor 
to ensure consistency and avoid ‘duplication’ of 
actions.

This is a free, short pre-employment course to prepare, train and guide candidates through each 
stage of a traineeship/apprenticeship/job application. The course includes tailored support and 
training to help you pass the specific assessments, works on CV improvement, communication 
skills and builds job specific knowledge. Our dedicated careers advisors will guide and support you 
on your chosen path.

• Introduction 
  Routes into Construction/Employment is a 

programme designed to prepare young people 
for work or Further Education through training 
coupled with work experience in a range of 
industries.  

• Who is the training programme for? 
  You are eligible to join the course, if you are not 

in full-time employment, full-time training or 
an apprenticeship.

• What is taught on the training programme? 
  For individuals who follow the construction 

pathway young people will study for the 
Construction Health & Safety Level 1 Award. 
They will also focus on personal development 
skills for successful employment, CV writing, 
interview skills and will complete a work 
placement in a construction company.

For other industries, individuals will be taught 
personal development skills to ensure successful 
employment and employment advisers will work 
with candidates on CV writing and interview 
skills. We encourage and work with candidates 
to create a personal development plan which 
outlines goals and targets to improve your career 
and overall well-being.

• What qualifications will I gain? 
  For those on the construction pathway, anyone 

wishing to be employed on a construction site 
is required to hold a CSCS card. As part of the 
training, you will be entered for the Health 
and Safety and Environmental exam and if 
successful you will be able to apply for the 
CSCS card.

• What happens at the end of the programme? 
  At the end of the training programme, you will 

continue to receive support from Routes into 
Construction/Employment Team to enable 
you to obtain sustained employment and / or 
training. Our employment advisers will stay 
in contact with young people to ensure they 
maintain sustainment in either employment, 
an apprenticeship or training for up to six 
months. We encourage you to speak with us 
about you are getting on and whether you 
are experiencing any issues in the place of 
employment or training. Should candidates 
require our services, you are encouraged to 
contact us and we will do our best to support 
you. In other instances where a young person 
may need help with emotional or mental 
wellbeing, we will do our best to refer them to 
the appropriate agencies.
