What is the Rainbow Resource Scheme?

The Rainbow Resource is a useful source of information for children and young people aged between 0-25 years who have a special educational need or disability or any additional need and who are resident in Bath and North East Somerset.  The Rainbow Resource Scheme is held by Bath and North East Somerset Council on a database which can be accessed only by authorised staff and will comply with data protection. Inclusion on the list is voluntary.

All information about an individual will be treated as confidential and such details

will not be given to any person without agreement from the disabled young person or their parent or carer.

On submission of this form you will receive a card which may entitle you to reduced or free admission to some leisure venues and attractions.

What will the Rainbow Resource be used for?

The main purposes of the Rainbow Resource Scheme are:

· to liaise with disabled young people and their parents and carers about the services and activities they receive

· to identify gaps in services and to shape any future provision


Will the information be kept up to date?

Once each year the information held about you or your child will be checked on our database.  If at any other time you need to change the information please tell us and it will be amended.
