Age two is an important time for children and an ideal time to celebrate your child’s achievements. It is an opportunity to provide your child with any extra help they might need to make a real difference to their future. 

I am writing to you as your child has just turned two and at this age they are offered two development reviews. One is carried out by the NHS, usually by a health professional which is called the 27 month integrated development review. The other is carried out by us, your early years provider and is called a 2 year old progress check / integrated review.
The integrated progress reviews focus on different areas of your child’s development, highlight their strengths and identifying any areas where they may need some support.
The integrated progress reviews focus on different areas of your child’s development, identifying their strengths and to support their needs in these areas.
Each review will still be carried out separately but we will complete the progress check and meet with you before the health development review happens when your child is 27 months old. You should then take the progress check summary to the health development review to enable the health visitor to look at the information. If the health visitor thinks your child needs more support, we can all work together to support your child.
